All league matches in this fist half of the season should be completed in full no postponements to be carried into 2nd half of season
 

Second half of season starts 1st available Monday in January - allow 2 or 3 weeks for cup matches
Start second half of league program on the last Monday in January - to be completed by the end of May
 

So therefore clubs should submit only 2 Lists of registered players per season, one just before the seasons starts in September, the other before the cup matches in January   - any new players should only be added to these lists 

 

We should also have a strict deadline for the submission of the lists and a significant fine for clubs failing to submit their list by the deadline and a minor fine if we need to chase up any missing information

AUDITOR’S STATEMENT

Dear delegates,

My apologies for not being able to attend the AGM – I am in London on business.

In respect of the season just ended (2007-08), your Treasurer has been unable to prepare full audited accounts for the AGM, mainly due to late receipt of information in respect of the game fees due.

This season’s invoices and payments have also been affected by Simon’s change of address mid-season.

Simon has a plan to bring the league’s finances into better shape next season, which he will be setting out at the AGM.

I would suggest that it is preferable for the AGM to receive accurate accounts for the season just ended. If this is not possible next season after Simon’s revised timetable, I would suggest that the next AGM should consider the matter.

To provide some level of financial assurance, I have reviewed the amended and completed 2006-2007 accounts, including the opening and closing balances, and evidence of receipts, payments and bank accounts and, in my opinion, the revised 2006-07 accounts give a true and fair view of the Receipts, Payments, Income and Expenditures of the League as at 22nd June 2007.

I would like to draw the AGM’s attention to the fact that as at 22nd June 2007, there was a sum of £196 owing (in total) from various clubs to the league in respect of the two previous seasons (2005-2007). This relates almost entirely to arrears of ECF game fee payments. Simon intends to account for all outstanding amounts, in full, to the clubs early next season to close down the outstanding amounts.

Match Secretary Report Season 2007-2008
Division 1

All 42 matches completed, Congratulations go to Atherton A on another fine season winning the Division. I was encouraged by the return of match results by team captains with the exception of Widnes, who only returned 6  match results of the 12 matches they played (several weeks after they were due in some cases,)

No other problems to report regarding division 1 a good season

Division 2

41 played matches 1 match was a Full Default by Runcorn (Ormskirk Vs Runcorn), and sufficient notice was given. Congratulations to St Helens B on winning the division

Return of match score cards a major improvement from last season, the only team spoiling things in this regard was Wigan,   they postponed several matches and I had to chase up results and rearrangements dates from them 

Division 3

 29 of the 30 were matches played. The match Padgate A Ormskirk B was defaulted by Ormskirk insufficient notice was given and Ormskirk were deducted 1 league point Congratulations to Padgate A  on winning the Division .  There did seem to be a lot of postponements rearrangements for this Division.  I had to chase up several dates for of rearrangement of postponed games

Division 4

41 of the 42 Match Were fully completed ,  1 match was awarded to Penketh B because Padgate B failed to turn up for the match. Excellent return of match results and keeping me up to date with postponements , The only blemish was by St Helens D who seemed to have lost their original captain so they was a slow drip feeding of information to me for several result  but that was soon sorted out.

Overview

On the whole a Good season, very encouraged by the prompt return of match results

Special Note here for Formby who were exceptional in this regard 

Still Areas that need improving are; 

1:  Providing Lists of registered players , I had to chase up lists from  Wigan and Widnes .just saying it’s the same as last year  is not good enough , which is what Widnes did only to then add a few more players and  reorder their list after the season had started.

All Clubs should submit a comprehensive list of all their players by the evening of the Team Lightning.

2 Postponements many teams still don’t keep me up to date on when matches are to be played. On several occasions captains added a foot note to a match result which I had missed informing me of postponement or new date for a match – I suggest they send a separate e-mail with postponement / rearrangement in the subject box so I can keep track more easily.
